This beautiful filly is by leading New York stallion Freud. 

Freud was the #2 Sire in New York in 2011. He was the #2 Sire in New York in 
2010, the #2 Sire in New York in 2009, the #1 Sire in New York in 2008, and the 
#3 Sire in New York in 2007. He is the undisputed most consistent and most 
dominant New York stallion over the past five years. 7% of Freud’s offspring 
are stakes winners. According to the Stallion Register Freud is New York’s #1 
Sire by New York-sired stakes winners and stakes wins in 2010. He was New 
York’s #1 Sire of stakes winners in 2008 and 2009. In 2010 he was New York’s 
only sire of stakes winners on dirt, turf, and synthetic. 

Our filly’s dam’s sire is the legendary Damascus. Damascus is quite possibly 
one of the most impressive racehorses of all time. Damascus won the Rem-
sen, Bay Shore, Wood Memorial, Preakness, Belmont, Dwyer, Travers (by 22 
lengths), Woodward (by 10 lengths), Jockey Club Gold Cup, Malibu, and Brook-
lyn among many other stakes races. Overall Damascus won 21 of 32 starts.

Our colt’s second dam, Swingtime, by Buckpasser, was the second high-
weighted filly in England. She won the G3 Diadem and G3 Cork and Orrey. 
She also ran second in the G3 Prix de Meautry in France. In the United States 
she won the G2 Beverly Hills Handicap twice and the G2 Santa Maria. 

Our filly is by the leading New York stallion and a mare that’s by one of the best 
racehorses and best broodmare sires of all time. There are graded stakes up 
and down both sides of her pedigree and she has the potential to run on any 
surface. She’s a registered New York-bred and will run on the Belmont/Aque-
duct/Saratoga circuit. She will be trained by prominent trainer Rick Violette.
